Utilizing proper PPE — gloves, masks, face shields.

Providing Hand sanitizing station in every classroom and hallway.
Remove dirt from surfaces daily and as needed using Envirox H20range2
Concentrate 117 (chemically cleans & sanitizes).

Disinfect sinks, drinking fountains, and toilets using the Clorox 360 (Electrostatic
sprayer using Clorox Anywhere Hard Surface Sanitizer) at a minimum of every 4
hours.

Wipe down touch points with disposable paper towels using Envirox H20range2
Concentrate 117 or Spartan GS Neutral Disinfectant between classes and lunch
periods.

Sweep and mop hard floor surfaces daily and as needed with Envirox Green
Certified: Neutral Floor Cleaner Concentrate.

In an effort to reduce the risk of any illness spreading in our district, please help us by following
the CDC guidelines below:

Wash your hands with soap and water, especially after you cough or sneeze.
Alcohol-based hand cleaners are also effective.
