19. First Read: #9070 Acceptable Imagery for the Public Schools of Petoskey

Mr. Parker noted that this is a first read of revised Policy #9070 Acceptable Imagery. The revision
would remove the Northmen head as an approved logo for Petoskey Schools. Mr. Parker read an
email, received today from lan Record from the National Congress of American Indians (NCAI),
regarding the negative effect that Native American imagery/logos/mascots has on Native American
students. NCALI is the oldest, largest, and most representative national organization representing
tribal nations and peoples. Our job is to lift up everybody that we serve and to elevate each student to
the next level and equip them with the tools and belief that they can do what they set out to do. Mr.
Parker is requesting the Board review the policy and remove the Northmen head logo as an approved
image.

Mr. Parker

Thank you to Trustee Shaw-Nolff for the kind words about Abe. We are working with local and
national resources to help students and families heal, to provide support and to try to keep these
things from happening. Posters with hotline numbers for local businesses have been distributed.

o [egislatively:
o Spoke on a Zoom call with Senator Schmidt
o What if anything will the federal government do in relation to COVID relief funds
o There was significant conversation regarding pupil count, seat time, days, hours, etc.
o Still are expecting cuts for 20/21 - we do not know the total dollar amount of the cuts
® The Return to School Roadmap was released on June 30, 2020
o Two task forces have met this week
o We sent a quick survey to parents to see if we should look into an online program
o 20-25% surveyed would choose online
o The plans will need to be approved by the Board of Education by August 15, 2020
e Three main prongs
o In person option - following guidelines
o Full online option - folks not ready, medically fragile
o Distance learning - utilize curriculum for those that need to quarantine, if the building
has to close, or if the district drops back to phases 1-3



e The online and distance learning programs will be more robust than what we had in the
spring.
o Classes will be more rigorous
o Assignments, assessments, grading and participation will be an expectation
e Will resume communication on a regular basis, every Friday with staff and families, mid
week if needed
e Focus on social and emotional needs of our staff and students
e Sinking fund projects continue
o Laying the carpet will not interfere with the start of school
o Permit issues for high school bathrooms at the moment but have been assured the
project will be completed
o Spitler parking lot will be repaved starting tomorrow
o Concrete was poured at Sheridan for the basketball hoop
e Foster and Veurink properties were assessed today and we will have the quotes at the August
meeting
o Will use a sealed bid process for the sale of the houses
o Mr. VanTreese will handle the paperwork at no cost
